
Dear Parents

"When I do good, I feel good; and when I do bad, I feel bad, 
that is my religion."

As you are aware this year the school is undertaking a review 
of the Behaviour Management Policy at the school. The 
consultation process has included the Board of Trustees, 
staff, parents and the ERO via our special review. 

It is important to have effective procedures and programmes 
in place to support this policy, however I believe that the key 
success of any school is in some ways intangible. It is the 
prevailing ethos, feel, and atmosphere, which in the best 
schools is indeed felt by all visitors and understood by all 
members of the school community. We want our children to 
feel happy, safe and secure. It is important we make clear 
just what VAS stands for; our core values and beliefs, what 
are the non-negotiables at our school?

With this in mind we have revisited our schoolÕs Code of 
Conduct. Several parents quite rightly commented upon this 
as something, which did not truly capture the ethos of our 
school, more a list of rules and ÔdonÕtsÕ. I agree and in fact 
more than that I do not think that a Code of Conduct should 
be a central feature of our message in this area. Of more 
importance to me are the values expressed, both implicitly 
and explicitly, in all that we do.

Over the past two weeks the children have been discussing 
what they feel are the most important values that they like to 
see expressed each day at our school. Each class was asked 
to produce a visual representation of their ideas. These are 
now on display in the office entrance area; please take the 
time to have a look at the childrenÕs work. 

We will use these ideas as the last consultation step in the 
process of redrafting the Behaviour Management Policy. Our 
intention is to produce a school values statement, produced 
by the children, that states clearly the expectations of us all, 
this will replace our old Code of Conduct. 

The quote at the top of the page is from Abraham Lincoln. 
History remembers this particular US President kindly, his 
most lasting legacy perhaps being the abolition of slavery 
legislation. His statement gives a very clear message about 
his personal values system; the statements our children have 
produced are just as clear. They feel very strongly about 
what is good, and bad. They have high expectations of 
themselves and others, and most importantly their values 
display a deep empathy and respect for those around them.
